Sunday, January 8 

     I like to travel. Over the holidays, we gathered with extended family to celebrate a significant birthday of my Momôs. (I donôt think she would like me    
telling you which one.) We drove 14 hours to be together. I would rather have flown, but due to the time of year and cost it was too expensive. 
     Did you travel anywhere over the holidays? Was it exciting? Did you go by car? Maybe a plane? Even if you donôt like to fly, we have all probably 
been to an airport. Some are small and easy to get in and out. Others, like Atlanta, Chicago, or Dallas, are cities of themselves. 
     I have often thought of how the church is like an airport, or should be. People fly in from many different directions to get redirected to another place  
to which they can accomplish their mission. In flying, that mission could be business, vacation, or seeing family. In the church, that mission is all about 
making disciples and sending them out. 
     The church should not be an ending destination. Just like none of us fly to an airport to stay at an airport; we donôt come to the church to stay at the 
church. We gather for worship. We come to be equipped in order to be sent out, maybe back to where we came from or to a place we have never been. 
Wherever we go, we should not be the same nor should we find ourselves doing the same thing in the same way we have always done them. 
     Medina FUMC airport is at a challenging and exciting place. We are faced with expanding our hub with a second worship service. We are looking at 
adding two new terminals with a Stephen's Ministry and a Motherôs Day Out program. We are growing our small group (Growth Groups) ministry and 
seeking to better identify and meet the needs of the community. Flying through an airport can be frustrating, but we must go through it to get to where 
we are headed. The mission of the church can be frustrating, but we must go through it together in order to accomplish the mission. 
     The focus is not as much on who we are but where are we headed and what are we doing as a church to make a difference in Christ name. Our 
mission is not only to be disciples but to make disciples who in turn make a difference. 
     The beautiful thing about an airport is that we donôt all have to head in one direction, but we all start from the same place built on the same                   
foundation. That foundation for the church is based in the love and grace of God as seen and experienced through Jesus Christ. 
     I look forward to worshipping, teaching, and sharing with you this New Year. But what really excites me is anticipating and hearing where you are 
headed and what God is doing in your life and the difference He is making in the lives around you.

Summary Report of 2012 Budget 

 At its December meeting, the Church Council adopted, upon the recommendation of the Finance                        
Committee, the church operating budget. Included below is a summary of that budget. The 2012 complete line 
item budget may be reviewed with the treasurer, finance chair, or pastor. 
 The 2012 Budget total is $367,068.31. This is a .001 increase from the 2011 budget ($366,414). Most              
areas remained the same with a decrease in property and apportionments and a slight increase in staff support, 
general expenses, and worship.  
 Our 2012 stewardship financial commitments have resulted in 52 pledges totaling $243,389. That is a
